1. Context

Those registered for Art 12 should have a clear idea as to why he/she wishes to take on the challenges ahead. Art 12 is offered to students who wish to reflect upon and generate aesthetic ideas in a particular medium or conceptual arena. Each student in this course will develop a portfolio of approximately eight large works and a sketchbook that combine to represent her/his willingness and capacity to creatively inquire into the nature of meaning and rhetoric as they apply to art and aesthetics.  

Art 12 is for the self-motivated student. Successful students work very hard and apply a rigorous desire to learn. As a self-directed course, students learn by creating, exploring, playing, critiquing, and modifying aesthetic ideas of personal significance. 

2. Advanced Art 12

To be invited to take on Advanced Art 12, students will need to apply, present their summer portfolio of work that demonstrates: strong observational drawing skills, rigor, solid time management, and a creative capacity.

Advanced Art 12 students will do the regular Art 12 program plus be able to work with an artist in the community and to seek out a place to hold a public art exhibit.

Art 12: Objectives and Methodology

Among other things, Art 12 offer’s students the opportunity to find a deeper understanding in one medium and breadth in a range of other creative media. Students will also study to understand, reflect upon, value, and borrow from the meaning and relevance of art and aesthetics found in historical and contemporary examples.  A student’s program might look like:

Sketchbook / Journal:

In a personalized 11” x 14” sketchbook, spend a minimum of two hours of each week creating observational studies, abstractions, and/ symbolic representations of real world subjects. It is recommended that students explore a range of conventional and non-conventional tools when creating these drawings. The sketchbook should be used to generate, explore, and reflect upon ideas for large artworks.
Studio Production, Exploration, and Portfolio:

Supported by work done in their sketchbooks, students may create:

· approximately five aesthetic products in a particular medium. Ground the works in a common theme allowing the possibility to explore and understand the full complexity of a subject

· approximately five works through a minimum of three different mediums. These works might offer students the opportunity to explore a particular subject through a range of creative devices or to at least discover the creative potential of other mediums.

Art History, Theory, and Contemporary Studies:

A student might complete the following activities and share them to their peers or teach them to a grade 10 Art class.

Term 1 

· Participate in weakly readings and lectures on movements in art history. 

· Articulate your understanding of art studies through verbal and written forms 
· Have a comprehensive test.

Term 2 

· Research and present the context, products, ideas, and methods of a particular artist found in traditional art historical or contemporary studies.

4.
Assessment

Students will be evaluated on their process and the quality of their products. Student performance in art can only be measured by whether or not the individual meets the criteria of an assignment and by the degree of effort afforded to meeting or excelling beyond such criteria. Any matrix of evaluation will be adjusted according to the student’s ability to engage a particular strategy. However, since this is a university preparatory course, learning objectives (outcomes) will not be modified. Such strategies help to ensure that this course will be challenging to each student. Students who successfully complete Art12 should have the skills required to engage any environment requiring a person who can rigorously, creatively, and critically engage ideas, materials, and problems in need of solutions.

5. Classroom Expectations

6. Due Dates/ Late projects:
Your success is our number one goal! Of course, we would like all students to have their projects done on time so you can be fully engaged in the next project. With that said, deadlines come up and some students just are not ready. This is what you should expect from yourself…
	1. I understand that studio projects are due to be handed in and critiqued on posted critique days. If I am scheduled to make a presentation, hand in a paper, or write a test on a scheduled day and time, then this may be my only opportunity to earn credit for what I have done.

2. If I think my project is going to be late, for whatever reason, I MUST communicate with the teacher to make new arrangements BEFORE the deadline. I know that waiting until the day of or later to discuss this with the teacher is neither respectful or is not acceptable (I have the teacher’s email addresses and see them at class…)

3. If no arrangements were made and the project is late, I would be expected to spend my lunch hours in the art room until the project is complete and/or that my parents/guardians will be notified. Failure to show up in the art room without making alternate arrangements with the teacher will result in an office referral and further communication with home.
4. Late marks may be deducted from your project at a rate of 5-10% per school day that the project is past due.

7.  Materials
As the School Board is obligated to provide basic learning materials for Art 12 (some paper, brushes and paints for in class use), students are responsible bare the cost for most of their materials. In attempts to minimize the impact of this reality, I attempt to purchase all studio materials in bulk. 

Art 12 students go through a great deal more paint and related materials than do students in art or design in grades 10 & 11. Therefore, all students are requested to pay $40 for their supplies at the onset of the first term. This will ensure that all students have:

· A large (11x14”) sketchbook and small sketchbook

· full access to acrylic paints & acrylic medium

· brushes on loan

· access to clay

· artist quality painting and drawing surfaces

· pencils & erasers (and other drawing materials)

· digital media

Students who wish to explore other media may have to cover the additional expenses on their own.
